Top 100+ Exam
It is important for you to begin mastering certain aspects of the various medications you will be learning about in the College of Pharmacy and in your practice opportunities and to be able to practice counseling patients while on your P-1 rotations. The program has developed a modest requirement for you to know selected aspects of the most frequently prescribed medications in the United States.

A Top 100  Exam will be given to the P-1 students as part of the PPS III Pharmacy Practice Skills courses.  The examination will consist of basic information regarding the Drugs discussed in Newbie’s and the latest edition of Sigler’s Top Drugs reference (37th edition) (https://siglerdrugcards.com/ Note** Do not buy the “UPDATE” unless you have the previous edition).

Top 100+ Exam- Students are responsible for the following:
· Sigler’s drug cards requirements (~66% of exam)
· Spell Generic name for Top 100 drugs 
· You will NOT need to memorize the salt form except for metoprolol succinate & metoprolol tartrate

· Therapeutic classes 

· Indications – What condition is the drug approved to treat
· Do not memorize starting doses or other information in this sections… you only need to recall the conditions its used to treat

· You do not need to know anything about monitoring 
· Control category

· Dosage forms for the Top 50 drugs
· Strength range for oral medications in Top 50 drugs

· Recognize when a prescription strength is out of range
**Questions are evenly divided between these topics**
· Newbie’s requirements (episodes 1-9) (~33% of exam)

· Spell generic (All Newbie’s Drugs)

· ADRs/Counseling (All Newbie’s Drugs)

· Drug Classes (All Newbie’s Drugs)

**Brand/Generic Extra Info**

· Know the second name for insulins (ie, for Lantus, you’d type insulin glargine)

· For ChlorKon, know that it is “potassium chloride”, both names need to be included

· For Proair, just know “Proair” and not “HFA”

· For metoprolol, you DO need to know the salt form: differentiate between brand names for succinate and tartrate

· Study EARLY
· Don’t JUST focus on the upcoming block exam

· Study for the ALL of the material in the Top 100 Exam while paying close attention to the content for upcoming Block Exam
· Using Quizlet or Anki can be helpful if you like note cards

· Pay attention to Top 100 drugs in PPS activities


· You must answer questions 1-by-1. You are not allowed to move ahead without selecting an answer and you cannot go back to previously answered questions.
· MUST spell the generic names of these drugs correctly. 

· Spelling the drug name incorrectly (even by 1 letter) will count as incorrect

· You will be asked to select ALL of the dosage forms that are available for a specific drug. If you miss even one of the available dosage forms, you get the entire question wrong. 
The spring Top “100” exam will consist of approximately 60 questions. 

Counseling point and side effect questions will be similar in structure to the questions you’ve been asked during PPS quizzes.
