Inactive ingredients (including dyes):

· Provides NDCs – can be used to search dailymed

Unlabeled indications/offlabel use:
· Monograph websites (eg, lexidrugs)

Drug-drug/herbal/supplement interactions:
· Drug-drug: monograph databases
· Drug-herbal: natural medicines is best
· Be able to identify if there is or isn’t an interaction listed in any of the resources (will not have to discriminate whether its safe to use or not)


Indications for herbal products:
· Natural medicines

Antibiotics susceptibility (which bacteria are susceptible to which antibiotics)
· Sanford guide

First-line antibiotic therapy
· Sanford guide (make sure to search by the condition: eg, endocarditis

Compounding formulations
· Perrigo, UNC Compounding Labs, US Pharmacist, Lexidrug monographs (look for extemporaneous preparations)

Poisoning/toxicology
· Lexidrug (Lexitox) or Micromedex

Efficacy trials drugs comparing one drug vs another
· Micromedex (comparative efficacy)

Therapeutic interchange/substitution (can I use this manufacturers drug if they were previously on this other manufacturer drug??)
· Orangebook (on FDA)
· Be able to interpret information

Recalls/shortages
· FDA

IV compatibility & IV stability
· Trissels IV Compatability via Lexidrug
· Be able to interpret both

Pill identification
· Monograph resources

Guidelines
· Dynamed

Therapeutic treatment (how do we go about treating this condition?)
· Dynamed & UptoDate
· Will not be required to use Dipiro or Harrison’s for these
